Independent auditor’s report

To Kyros 52 GmbH (since 26 September 2019 Kyros 52 Aktiengesellschaft)

Opinion

We have audited the annual financial statements of Kyros 52 GmbH, Hanover (since
6 November 2019 Munich), which comprise the balance sheet as of
30 September 2018 and the income statement for the fiscal year from
1 October 2017 to 30 September 2018.

In our opinion, on the basis of the knowledge obtained in the audit, the accompanying
annual financial statements comply, in all material respects, with the requirements of
German commercial law applicable to corporations and give a true and fair view of the
assets, liabilities and financial position of the Company as of 30 September 2018 and
of its financial performance for the fiscal year from 1 October 2017 to
30 September 2018 in compliance with German legally required accounting principles
and the partial application of the exemption for micro-entities pursuant to Sec. 264
(1) Sentence 5 HGB [""Handelsgesetzbuch”: German Commercial Codel].

Pursuant to Sec. 322 (3) Sentence 1 HGB, we declare that our audit has not led to any
reservations relating to the legal compliance of the annual financial statements.

Basis for the opinion

We conducted our audit of the annual financial statements in accordance with Sec. 317
HGB and in compliance with German Generally Accepted Standards for Financial
Statement Audits promulgated by the Institut der Wirtschaftsprifer [Institute of Public
Auditors in Germany] (IDW). Our responsibilities under those requirements and
principles are further described in the “Auditor’s responsibilities for the audit of the
annual financial statements” section of our auditor's report. We are independent of
the Company in accordance with the requirements of German commercial and
professional law, and we have fulfilled our other German professional responsibilities
in accordance with these requirements. We believe that the audit evidence we have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion on the annual
financial statements.
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Responsibilities of the executive directors for the annual financial statements

The executive directors are responsible for the preparation of the annual financial
statements that comply, in all material respects, with the requirements of German
commercial law applicable to business corporations, and that the annual financial
statements give a true and fair view of the assets, liabilities, financial position and
financial performance of the Company in compliance with German legally required
accounting principles and partially applying the exemption for micro-entities pursuant
to Sec. 264 (1) Sentence 5 HGB. In addition, the executive directors are responsible
for such internal control as they, in accordance with German legally required
accounting principles, have determined necessary to enable the preparation of annual
financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud
or error.

In preparing the annual financial statements, the executive directors are responsible
for assessing the Company's ability to continue as a going concern. They also have the
responsibility for disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern. In
addition, they are responsible for financial reporting based on the going concern basis
of accounting, provided no actual or legal circumstances conflict therewith.

Auditor’'s responsibilities for the audit of the annual financial statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the annual financial
statements as a whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or
error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion on the annual financial
statements.
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Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit
conducted in accordance with Sec. 317 HGB and in compliance with German Generally
Accepted Standards for Financial Statement Audits promulgated by the Institut der
Wirtschaftsprifer (IDW) will always detect a material misstatement. Misstatements can
arise from fraud or error and are considered material if, individually or in the
aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of
users taken on the basis of these annual financial statements.

We exercise professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism throughout
the audit. We also:

> Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the annual financial
statements, whether due to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures
responsive to those risks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and
appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a material
misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as
fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations,
or the override of internal control.
