Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do

not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay

special a�ention to volume levels. Parts of the device aremagnetic. Metallic materials may be

a�racted to the device. Do not place credit cards or other magnetic storagemedia near the

device, because info stored on themmay be erased.

Some of the accessoriesmentioned in this user guide, such as charger, headset, or data

cable, may be sold separately.

INSERTTHE SIM ANDMEMORYCARDS

Learn how to insert the SIM andmemory cards.

Nano-SIM

Important: This device is designed to be usedwith a nano-SIM card only. Use of incompatible

SIM cardsmay damage the card or the device, andmay corrupt data stored on the card.

Note: Switch the device o� and disconnect the charger and any other device before

removing any covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers.

Always store and use the device with any covers a�ached.
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MicroSDmemory cards

Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cardsmay

damage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Important: Do not remove thememory card when an app is using it. Doing somay damage

thememory card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Open the card tray

1. With your phone facing down, locate the small slot to the left of the SIM andmemory card

tray cover. Put your fingernail in the slot and gently pull the cover open.

2. Push the tray opener pin in the tray hole and slide the tray out.
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Insert the SIM andmemory cards

1. If you have a single-SIM phone, put a nano-SIM card in slot 1 and amemory card in slot 2 on

the tray with the contact areas face down.

2. If you have a dual-SIM phone, put a nano-SIM card in slot 1 and either a second SIM or a

memory card in slot 2 with the contact areas face down. Both SIM cards are available at the

same timewhen the device is not being used, but while one SIM card is active, for example,

making a call, the other may be unavailable.

3. Slide the tray back in the slot.

4. Press the cover firmly back in place to prevent dust or water from entering the phone and

damaging it.

SETUP ANDSWITCHON YOUR PHONE

Switch on your phone

Press and hold the power key until the phone vibrates.

Select which SIM card to use

You can choosewhich SIM card to use for calls, messages, andmobile data.

1. Select Se�ings > Network & internet >

SIMs .

2. Select SIM1 or SIM2.

3. To choosewhich SIM to use for calls,
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select Calls preference , and select SIM1

or SIM2 .

4. To choosewhich SIM to use for messages,

select SMS preference , and select SIM1

or SIM2 .

5. To choosewhich SIM to use for mobile

data, select Data preference , then select

SIM1 or SIM2 .

Tip: To be able to distinguish your SIM cards, give them a descriptive name. Select Se�ings

> Network & internet > SIMs , select each SIM card, tap� and type in the name.

Access codes

Your phone and SIM card use di�erent codes for security.

• PIN or PIN2 codes: These codes protect your SIM card against unauthorized use. If you

forget the codes or they aren’t supplied with your card, contact your network service

provider. If you type in the code incorrectly 3 times in a row, you need to unblock the code

with the PUKor PUK2 code.

• PUKor PUK2 codes: These codes are required to unblock a PIN or PIN2 code. If the codes

are not supplied with your SIM card, contact your network service provider.

• Screen lock: The screen lock helps you protect your phone against unauthorized use. You

can set your phone to ask for the screen lock code that you define. Keep the code secret

and in a safe place, separate from your phone. If you forget the code and your phone is

locked, your phonewill require service. Additional chargesmay apply, and all the personal

data on your phonemay be deleted. For more info, contact the nearest care point for your

phone, or your phone dealer.

• IMEI code: The IMEI code is used to identify phones in the network. Youmay also need to

give the number to your care point services or phone dealer. To view your IMEI number, dial

*#06# . The IMEI is also visible on the original sales box.

CHARGE YOURDEVICE

Your ba�ery has been partially charged at the factory, but youmay need to recharge it before

you can use your device.

Charge the ba�ery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Connect the charger to the device.

3. After charging, press the cover firmly back in place to prevent dust or water from entering

the phone and damaging it.
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Do not overcharge the ba�ery: once charging of your device is complete, first unplug the

charger from the device and then from the electrical outlet.

Do not overuse the ba�ery: avoid le�ing the ba�ery charge drop below 20%or using it until it

runs out of power and shuts down.

If the ba�ery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging

indicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when awall outlet is not available. The e�iciency of USB

charging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and the

device to start functioning.

Chargermodel

For EU countries: Use your device only with an original BL-25AA rechargeable ba�ery. Charge

your device with the HAD-005E charger. Charger plug typemay vary. HMDGlobal maymake

additional ba�ery or charger models available for this device.

For environmental reasons this package does not include a charger. This device can be

poweredwithmost USB power adapters and a cable with USB Type-C plug. Use only chargers

and cables that are compliant with applicable country regulations, and international and

regional safety standards to avoid any risk of property loss or personal injury. The power

delivered by the charger must be betweenmin 2.5Wa�s required by the radio equipment, and

max 5Wa�s in order to achieve themaximum charging speed.

Your device supports the USB-C cable. You can also charge your device from a computer with

a USB cable, but it may take a longer time.

For other countries: Charge your device with a compatible charger. Charging time can vary

depending on device capability. Some of the accessoriesmentioned in this user guide, such

as charger, headset, or data cable, may be sold separately.

When charger is not included in the sales box, charge your device using the data cable

(included) and a USB power adaptor (may be sold separately). You can charge your device

with third-party cables and power adaptors that are compliant with USB 2.0 or later and

with applicable country regulations and international and regional safety standards. Other

adaptorsmay notmeet applicable safety standards, and charging with such adaptors could

pose a risk of property loss or personal injury. It is recommended to use a power adaptor with

an input of 100-240V~50/60Hz 0.1A and output of 5V/1A to optimise the charging of your

device.
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3 Basics

EXPLORE YOUR PHONE

Open the apps list

From the home screen, swipe left or right to view all your apps. Tap an app to open it.

Go back to the previous view

Press the back key.

Go back to the home screen

From any screen, quickly swipe up from the bo�om of the screen.

Alternatively, press the back key repeatedly until the home screen appears.

Stop apps running in the background

To view all apps running in the background, swipe up slowly from the bo�om of the screen and

pause in themiddle.

To close an app, drag it to the top of the screen.

To close all apps at once, tap Clear all .

CHANGE THE VOLUME

Turn the volume up or down

Having trouble hearing your phone ringing in noisy environments, or are calls too loud? You

can change the volume to your liking.

• To change the volume during a call, press the volume keys.

• To change the volume of your media apps, ringtones, notifications, and alarms, press the

scroll key and select Se�ings > Sound & vibration , then drag the relevant slider.

• To change the volumewhen listening tomusic, press the volume keys.
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WRITE TEXT

To easily switch between the on-screen touch keyboard and the keypad input method, press

and hold the upper-left selection key until the Choose Input Method menu appears. Then,

select AOSP Keyboard for the on-screen touch keypad or Keypad IME to use the phone’s

physical keypad.

Write using the keypad

Press a key repeatedly until the desired le�er is shown.

To type in a space, press 0 .

To type in a special character or punctuationmark, press * .

To switch between character cases and number, press # .

To switch to numbers, press # .

To type in a number, press a number key.

Use the right selection key to delete characters.

To choose the input method, press and hold the left selection key.

Note: Thewritingmethodmay vary between applications.

USE THE LED TORCH (WHITE / RED)

The HMD Terra M is equippedwith both a white LED and a red LED torch, each designed for

di�erent usage scenarios—white for standard illumination and red for night-vision-friendly

operation.

Activate the LED torch

1. Swipe down from the top of the screen to open theQuick Se�ings panel.

2. Tap Flashlight .

3. A pop-upmenuwill appear allowing you to choose between:

• White Light – for standard illumination

• Red Light – for low-light or night-adapted use

The selected LEDwill turn on immediately.

To turn o� the torch or switch betweenwhite and red LEDs, just repeat the same steps.

CALLS

Make a call

Learn how tomake a call with your new phone.

1. Go to the home screen.

2. Type in the phone number. To type in the + character for international calls, press and hold

*.

3. Press�. If asked, select which SIM to use.

End a call

To end a call, press the end key.

Answer a call

Press�.

CONTACTS

Add a contact

Save and organize your friends’ phone numbers.

1. From the home screen, tap Contacts .

2. Tap ADDNEW and select whether to save the contact to the phonememory or the SIM

card.

3. Write the name and phone number of the contact. To addmore information, tap

More fields .

4. Tap Save .
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Copy contacts

Copy contacts between your SIM card and the phone.

1. In the contacts list, tap� > Copy .

2. Choosewhere to copy contacts from and to (e.g., from SIM to phone or from phone to

SIM).

3. Tap NEXT .

4. Select the contacts to be copied and tap�.

To share a contact with a friend, tap the contact, then tap� > Share , and select a sharing

method, such as Bluetooth®.

Import contacts from another Android smartphone

You can easily transfer contacts from another Android smartphone to your HMD Terra M via

Bluetooth. Follow these steps:

Prepare both phones

1. Turn on Bluetooth on both devices.

2. Ensure both phones have su�icient ba�ery and are within 10meters of each other.

Pair the devices

1. On your Android phone, open Se�ings > Connected devices and keep this screen open

for pairing.

2. On your HMD Terra M, go to Se�ings > Connected devices .

3. Tap Pair new device and select your Android phone from the list.

4. On both devices, select Allow access to contacts and call history , then tap Pair .

Transfer contacts

1. Once the devices are paired, open the

Contacts app on your Android phone.

2. Select the contacts youwant to transfer.

Tap and hold a contact to select it. To

select multiple contacts, tap additional

contacts. To select all, tap the� icon >

Select all .

3. Tap the Share icon. The phonewill export

the selected contacts into a single .vcf

file. Wait until the export is complete.
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4. In the pop-upwindow, choose Bluetooth ,

then select HMD Terra M under available

devices.

5. A prompt will appear on your HMD Terra M.

Tap ACCEPT to receive the file.

6. Once the transfer is complete, a

confirmation prompt will appear.

7. On your HMD Terra M, open the Contacts

app.

8. Tap IMPORT > .vcf file .

9. Under Recent files , select the file

you just received. The contacts will be

imported automatically. You can check

the progress in the notification panel.

10. The imported contacts now appear in your

contact list.

Note: To synchronize your contacts with Outlook, go to theMDM section.

Call a contact

You can call a contact directly from the contacts list.

1. In the contacts list, tap a contact.

2. Tap�.

3. If asked, select which SIM to use.

SENDMESSAGES

Write and sendmessages

1. From the home screen, tapMessaging.

2. Tap Newmessage .

3. In the To field, press * until you are able to

enter numbers and then type in a phone

number, or tap� to select a contact from

your contacts list.

4. Write your message. To remove a

character, press the right selection key.

5. Tap�. If asked, select which SIM to use.

USE EMERGENCYSOS

Set up the emergency key

You can customize the action triggered by pressing the right-side emergency key to suit your

needs.

Go to Se�ings > SOS key and choose one of the following options:
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• Default SOS : This links to any installed appwith an SOS feature. If no such app is installed,

the emergency key won’t function. If you select a Push-to-Talk (PTT) app, the app name

(e.g., Mobile Tornado) will appear.

• System Emergency SOS : Press and hold the emergency key for five seconds to trigger

a loud alarm and start a countdown. After the countdown, the phone automatically calls

emergency services (e.g., 112/911). If the Send Emergency SOS option is enabled, it will

also send an emergency SMS and share your location with selected contacts.

Tip: The emergency key can also be configured to launch other options, such as apps or

shortcuts.

Add your emergency information

To help first responders in an emergency, you can add important details such as your medical

information and emergency contacts.

1. Select Se�ings > Safety & emergency > Emergency information .

2. To add your medical information, tap Add information and fill in the required fields.

3. To add your emergency contacts, tap Add contact and select from your saved contacts.

You can addmultiple emergency contacts.

Note: You cannot use o�icial emergency numbers as emergency contacts.

To edit the SOSmessage sent to your emergency contact, under Emergency SMS , tap Edit .

To include your location in themessage, select Add GPS . Tap SAVE to save your changes.

Switch on Emergency SOS function

1. Select Se�ings > Safety & emergency > Emergency SOS , and switch

Use Emergency SOS on.

2. Tap Call for help , enter your o�icial emergency number, then tap SAVE .

Make an SOS call

Once you have switched on the Emergency SOS function and added your o�icial emergency

number, you canmake SOS calls.

• Tomake an emergency call, press the power key five times quickly or press and hold the

emergency key for five seconds.

• Your phonewill call the number saved under Se�ings > Safety & emergency >

Emergency SOS > Call for help .

Note: When the SOS call is answered, the phone goes to handsfreemode. Do not hold the

phone close to your ear, as the volumemay be very loud.
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PTTKEY

Push-to-Talk (PTT) lets you use your phone like a walkie-talkie. By pressing a designated

bu�on, you can quickly send voicemessages to individuals or groups using a supported PTT

app. To access Push-to-Talk functionality, you’ll need to sign up for one of the supported PTT

apps. Some advanced PTT featuresmay require a paid subscription. Check with your app

provider for more details.

Set up your PTTkey

During the SetupWizard, choose a PTTapp to link to the left-side PTT key. Follow the on-

screen instructions to complete the setup and link your preferred PTTapp. If you skipped

se�ing up a PTT function during the SetupWizard, you’ll be prompted to choose one the first

time the PTT key is pressed.

You can change the PTTapp linked to your PTT key at any time:

1. Select Se�ings > Push-To-Talk .

2. Under Select your Push-To-Talk bu�on function , choose a di�erent app.

The PTT key can also be used to launch other options, such as apps or shortcuts. To link it

to a shortcut, go to Se�ings > Push-To-Talk > System Shortcut and select your desired

shortcut. To use it to launch an app, go to Se�ings > Push-To-Talk > select Application ,

then tap� and select your app.
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5 Personalize your phone

CHANGE THE TONES

You can choose a new ringtone.

Change your ringtone

1. Select Se�ings > Sound and vibration .

2. Tap Phone ringtone for SIM1 or SIM2.

3. Choose a ringtone and tap OK .

CHANGE THE LOOKOF YOURHOMESCREEN

You can change the look of your phonewith wallpapers.

Choose a newwallpaper

1. Select Se�ings > Wallpaper .

2. Select Wallpapers to select from pre-definedwallpapers, or Gallery to choose a

wallpaper from the photos on your phone.

3. Tap SetWallpaper , then choosewhether to set it as the home screen, lock screen, or

both.

BATTERYLIFE

Save power

If applicable:

• Use network connections selectively for power saving: Switch Bluetooth on only when

needed.

• Use aWi-Fi connection to connect to the internet, rather than amobile data connection.

• If you don’t want tomake or receive calls, switch the airplanemode on.

Airplanemode closes connections to themobile network and switches your device’s wireless

features o�.
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ACCESSIBILITY

Accessibility features

Tap Se�ings > Accessibility and select the features you need.

Display size and text

You can adjust the font size and display elements to be smaller or larger.

Color andmotion

• Color correction: Adjust how colors display on your phone.

• Color inversion: Turns light screens dark, and dark screens light, reversing the colors on

your display.

• Remove animations: Reducemovement on the screen.

• Largemouse pointer: Make themouse pointer more noticeable.

Extra Dim

Dim screen beyond your phone’s minimum brightness so it’s more comfortable to read.

Magnification

Quickly zoom in on the screen tomake content larger.

Captions

Detects speech on your phone and automatically generates captions.

Audio description

Hear a description of what’s happening on the screen in supportedmovies and shows.

Flash notifications

Flash the camera flashlight or the screenwhen you receive notifications or when alarms

sound.

Audio adjustment

You can adjust the balance of Mono audio to increase the volume of the left or right channel.

Interaction controls

Adjust se�ings like vibration, touch gestures, and touch & hold delays to enhance navigation

and control. You can also set a timeout for action prompts and enable autoclick for easier

mouse use.

Capture the best moments with your phone camera.

1. From the home screen, open the Camera app.

2. To take a photo, press the scroll key.

Take photoswith a timer

Want to have time to get in the shot too? Try out the timer.

1. From the home screen, open the Camera app.

2. Press themulti-function key to access camera Se�ings .

3. Tap Countdown timer , and select the time.

4. Press the scroll key to take a photo.

View a photo you have taken

To view the photo right after taking it, tap the preview thumbnail to the left of the camera

icon. To view the photo later, from the home screen, tapGallery.

VIDEOS

You don’t need a separate video camera - record videomemories with your phone.

Record a video

Besides taking photos, you can also record videos with your phone.

1. Open the Camera app.

2. To switch to the video recordingmode, tap�, then tap�.

3. To start recording, press the scroll key.

4. To stop recording, press the scroll key again.
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Watch the recorded video

To view the video right after recording, tap the preview thumbnail to the left of the camera

icon. To view the video later, from the home screen, selectGallery.
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7 Internet and connections

ACTIVATEWI-FI

Switch onWi-Fi

1. Tap Se�ings > Network & internet > Internet .

2. Switch Wi-Fi on.

3. Select the network youwant to use.

YourWi-Fi connection is active when� is shown at the top of the screen. If bothWi-Fi and

mobile data connections are available, your phone uses theWi-Fi connection.

Important: Use encryption to increase the security of yourWi-Fi connection. Using

encryption reduces the risk of others accessing your data.

BROWSE THEWEB

Search theweb

1. From the home screen, tap the browser app.

2. Type a search word or a web address into the search field.

3. Tap�, or select from the proposedmatches.

Tip: If your network service provider doesn’t charge you a fixed fee for data transfer, to save

on data costs, use aWi-Fi network to connect to the internet.

Use your phone to connect your computer to theweb

Use your mobile data connection to access the internet with your laptop or other device.

1. Tap Se�ings > Network & internet > Hotspot & tethering .

2. Switch on Wi-Fi hotspot to share your mobile data connection overWi-Fi, USB tethering

to use a USB connection, Bluetooth tethering to use Bluetooth, or Ethernet tethering to

use a USB Ethernet cable connection.

The other device uses data from your data plan, whichmay result in data tra�ic costs. For info

on availability and costs, contact your network service provider.
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BLUETOOTH®

Connect your phonewith Bluetooth to other devices.

Connect to a Bluetooth device

1. Tap Se�ings > Connected devices >

Connection preferences > Bluetooth .

2. Switch Use Bluetooth on.

3. Make sure the other device is switched

on. Youmay need to start the pairing

process from the other device. For details,

see the user guide for the other device.

4. Tap Pair new device .

5. From the list of discovered devices, tap

the device youwant to pair with.

6. If prompted, enter a passcode. For details,

see the user guide for the other device.

Other devices can detect your phone only if the Bluetooth se�ingsmenu is open. Paired

devices can connect to your phonewhen Bluetooth is switched on.

Do not pair with or accept connection requests from an unknown device. This helps to protect

your phone from harmful content.

Share your content using Bluetooth

If you want to share your photos or other content with a friend, send them to your friend’s

phone using Bluetooth.

You can usemore than one Bluetooth connection at a time. For example, while using a

Bluetooth headset, you can still send things to another phone.

1. Tap Se�ings > Connected devices >

Connection preferences > Bluetooth .

2. Make sure Bluetooth is switched on in

both phones and the phones are visible

to each other.

3. Go to the content youwant to send, and

tap� > Bluetooth .

4. On the list of found Bluetooth devices, tap

your friend’s phone.

5. If the other phone needs a passcode, type

in or accept the passcode, and tap PAIR .

The passcode is only usedwhen you connect to something for the first time.

Remove a pairing

If you no longer have the device with which you paired your phone, you can remove the

pairing.
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1. Tap Se�ings > Connected devices > Saved devices .

2. Tap� next to a device name.

3. Tap FORGET .

VPN

Youmay need a virtual private network (VPN) connection to access your company resources,

such as intranet or corporatemail, or youmay use a VPN service for personal purposes.

Contact your company IT administrator for details of your VPN configuration, or check your

VPN service’s website for additional info.

Use a secure VPN connection

1. Tap Se�ings > Network & internet > VPN .

2. To add a VPN profile, tap�.

3. Type in the profile info as instructed by your company IT administrator or VPN service.

Edit a VPN profile

1. Tap� next to a profile name.

2. Change the info as required.

Delete a VPN profile

1. Tap� next to a profile name.

2. Tap FORGET .

MOBILE DEVICEMANAGEMENT (MDM) ENROLLMENTANDCONFIGURATION

Howdo I enroll HMD TerraM into anMDM?

During the initial SetupWizard, you will be prompted to enroll the device into aMobile Device

Management (MDM) solution.

1. When asked, select Yes to enable devicemanagement.

2. Scan the QR code provided by your organization.
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3. Follow the on-screen instructions specific to the selectedMDM to complete enrollment.

Once enrolled, the device will automatically apply your organization’s security policies,

configurations, and application profiles.

What happens after MDMenrollment?

After successful enrollment:

• The device is secured according to IT policies.

• Approved applications can be pushed automatically.

• System se�ings, network access, and restrictions are centrally managed.

• Updates and compliance rules are enforced remotely.

Howdo I synchronize email, calendar, and contacts with Outlook?

To synchronize email, calendar, and phonebook withMicrosoft Outlook, follow these steps:

1. First, enroll the device into anMDMduring the SetupWizard.

2. Then, ask your IT department to pushMicrosoft Outlook to the device via Microsoft Intune.

3. Once Outlook is installed and configured, sign in with your corporate email account.

Outlook will automatically synchronize email, calendar, and contacts.

4. OpenOutlook Se�ings and enable:

• Sync Calendar

• Sync Contacts / Phonebook

This ensures that your corporate calendar and contacts are fully integrated and available

across the device.

Can I enroll the device later if I skipMDMduring the SetupWizard?

Yes. However, the devicemust be reset to factory se�ings in order to restart the Setup

Wizard and enableMDMenrollment.
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8 Music and videos

MUSIC PLAYER

You can listen to your MP3music files with themusic player.

Listen tomusic

1. From the home screen, selectMusic.

2. Select whether youwant to view your playlists, artists, albums, or songs.

3. Scroll to a song, and tap to play it.

Tip: You can addmusic to your phone’s internal memory or to aMicroSDmemory card.

VIDEO PLAYER

Watch your favorite videos wherever you are.

Play a video

1. From the home screen, select Files.

2. Tap� > Videos , then select a folder and the video youwant to watch.

3. Tap� to play.

4. Tap� to pause and resume playback while watching the video.

To adjust the volume, press the volume keys.

To share the video with a friend, tap�, then select a sharingmethod, such asMessaging or

Bluetooth.

SOUNDRECORDER

Record a sound clip

1. From the home screen, select Sound

Recorder.
