is, the church. I became its servant according to God’s com-
mission that was given to me for you, to make the word of
God fully known, the mystery that has been hidden through-
out the ages and generations but has now been revealed to his
saints. To them God chose to make known how great among
the Gentiles are the riches of the glory of this mystery, which
is Christ in you, the hope of glory. It is he whom we proclaim,
warning everyone and teaching everyone in all wisdom, so
that we may present everyone mature in Christ.

GOSPEL: Luke 10:38-42

AS JESUS AND HIS DISCIPLES went on their way, Jesus en-
tered a village where a woman named Martha welcomed him
into her home. She had a sister named Mary, who sat at the
Lord’s feet and listened to what he was saying. But Martha was
distracted by her many tasks; so she came to him and asked,
“Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to do all the
work by myself? Tell her then to help me” But the Lord an-
swered her, “Martha, Martha, you are worried and distracted
by many things; there is need of only one thing. Mary has cho-
sen the better part, which will not be taken away from her”

SECOND READING: Colossians 1:15-28

JESUS IS THE IMAGE of the invisible God, the firstborn of
all creation; for in him all things in heaven and on earth were
created, things visible and invisible, whether thrones or do-
minions or rulers or powers—all things have been created
through him and for him. He himself is before all things, and
in him all things hold together. He is the head of the body, the
church; he is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, so
that he might come to have first place in everything.
