I am happy to say our small team has continued our 
work to look at various aspects of Trinity with the 
lens of being more welcoming, intentional and 
creating a sense of belonging.  I thank John, Sheila, 
Rob, Alexis, Liz, Ann, Barbara, Don, Father George 
and Mike.  Over the past year we have discussed 
and started to implement the following: 

• Signs for inside the church to help 
newcomers find the restrooms, Father 
George’s office, the Fireplace room etc.  

• Church sign for front lawn - the Vestry is 
working on looking into a new sign. 

• Mary and JoAnne donated the new PRIDE 
flag that is mounted on the tree on the 
front lawn. 

• Banners for the front railing - graciously 
donated by Dawn Weill, we now have a 
new banner for each month with a new 
saying. Curious? Loneliness, In Community, 
are just a few of the signs.  We are happy 
to have anyone send us ideas for other 
sayings that you think might catch the 
attention of people driving by. 

• Implementing Greeters at the beginning of 
Sunday Services, we still need to find more 
people willing to act as greeters and make 
sure the Sunday Servive bulletin, hymn 
sheet and other items are organized for 
newcomers.   

• Outreach to the Atria/Roslyn Landing and 
other adult or assisted living communities 
to make sure they have information on our 
services & determine if they would have a 
shuttle to bring residents to our services or 
other events. We are still working on this 
project. 

• Postcard to residents along certain postal 
routes in Roslyn, Glen Head, Greenvale, 

Roslyn Heights.  Aleta Crawford designed a 
beautiful postcard for us last spring and we 
are finally able to move forward with 
mailing it out to 5,000 local residents.   

• Planning other events, we are interested in 
hearing what other events everyone might 
like to see at Trinity.   

• Wellness Retreat - we are in the beginning 
stages of planning this with the hopes of 
having it in the late spring.  We are looking 
to offer different sessions throughout the 
choir room, sanctuary and Fireplace room 
such as a yoga session, meditation, Tibetan 
bowls, Labyrinth walk, Centering Prayer, 
Music & Spirituality, Aromatherapy etc,   

• We hope that everyone will attend the 
Wellness Retreat and invite your friends. 

• If you would be able to lead one of the 
workshops or know anyone who could 
provide the above workshops let us know 
so we can invite them to lead a workshop. 

 

We would be happy for anyone else to join our 
group and continue to cultivate new ideas of how 
to attract newcomers and create more awareness 
of our community as a place where they can find a 
spiritual home and explore their faith in a safe 
space. There are times we have smaller tasks and 
we might reach out to see if you are willing to 
provide support for the short term.
