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SITUATION

Walcot Street sits just a short walk northeast of Bath's city
centre and forms a wonderful Artisan Quarter, lined with
an eclectic mix of independent boutiques, vintage stores,
galleries, artisan workshops, cafés, and eateries. Nearby is St
Swithin's Church leading to the Paragon and Hedgemead
Park, alongside establishments such as the Sickle, The Bell
Inn, Taylor's Bagels, and the ever-popular restaurant-bar
Walcot House.

Within half a mile walk is a mix of high street fashion

and well-known stores as well as supermarkets, such as
Waitrose. Just under a mile on foot is the Bath bus and
train stations. The mainline rail link to London Paddington
(journey time from 76 mins) and Bristol Temple Meads
(journey time from 11 mins). Junction 18 of the M4 is
approximately 11 miles north.
