SITUATION
The property is situated close to the historic and highly 
sought-after market town of Newbury. The town is a 
pleasant destination offering a wide range of shopping 
and leisure facilities including a great choice of restaurants, 
including two Michelin starred restaurants, pubs and 
shops, the larger supermarkets including Waitrose on 
the edge of the town and a Marks & Spencer at the retail 
park. There is a choice of leisure activities on offer with 
Newbury racecourse and several golf courses nearby. The 
area benefits from fast transport links including Newbury 
station offering regular trains to central London in around 
40 minutes and the nearby M4 and A34 also offers 
easy access to Reading, London and the West Country. 
There are excellent independent and state schools in 
the area, including Horris Hill, St. Gabriel’s, Thorngrove, 
Cheam, Elstree, Downe House, Park House School and St 
Bartholomew’s to name a few.

DESCRIPTION 
This splendid five-bedroom property occupies a significant 
proportion of the large Bowdown House, a substantial 
country house within easy reach of Newbury. The house 
has been divided into two separate dwellings, with this five 
bedroom property offering more than 5,000 square feet 
of accommodation, with a wealth of character, charm and 
original features.



The accommodation displays beautifully preserved period 
detailing, including extensive wood panelling in the 24ft 
drawing room, tiled flooring, stripped wooden floorboards 
and open fireplaces in several rooms. There are three 
reception rooms on the ground floor, with an additional 
sitting room to the second floor, providing spacious, 
flexible living. The ground floor also has a large kitchen/
breakfast room, a range of pantrys and substantial larder 
and stores. On the first floor there are four generous 
double bedrooms and two bathrooms, one of which has a 
separate WC. There is also a smaller room, which could be 
used as an office or a dressing room. The second floor has 
a further double bedroom and an additional bathroom, 
as well as a small kitchen and a 21ft sitting room, which 
could be used as a further bedroom if required. Across the 
courtyard, a lodge provides useful further accommodation, 
with a sitting room, a kitchen, a well-proportioned double 
bedroom and a bathroom. The space is ideal for guests or 
family members.

OUTSIDE 
The property is approached from the road via a long 
driveway, which opens onto a gravel parking and turning 
area, with space for several vehicles. To the side of the 
house is the entrance to the central paved courtyard, with 
its garaging block for further parking for 3 cars or storage, 
and several additional buildings and stores. The gardens 
and grounds surrounding the house include rolling lawns 
and meadows, surrounded by the mature woodland of 
Bowdown Woods, which is managed by the Berkshire 
Buckinghamshire and Oxfordshire Wildlife Trust. The 
grounds exclusive to Bowdown Lodge total approximately 
3 acres.
