Sijoittajan hankkimien arvopapereiden arvoon ja kulloinkin noteerattuun hintaan (jos sellaista on) vaikuttavat useat tekijét,
eikd arvoa tai hintaa voida ennustaa. Kohde-etuuden kehityksestd riippuen sijoittaja saattaa menettdd osan sijoituksestaan
tai koko sijoituksensa.
