The Issuer is the non-ring-fenced bank within the Group and its principal activity is to offer products and services designed for larger corporate, private bank
and wealth management, wholesale and international banking clients. The Barclays Bank Group contains the Barclays UK Corporate Bank, Barclays Private
Bank and Wealth Management, Barclays Investment Bank and Barclays US Consumer Bank businesses. The Issuer offers customers and clients a range of
products and services spanning consumer and wholesale banking.

What are the key risks that are specific to the Issuer? 4

The Barclays Bank Group has identified a broad range of risks to which its businesses are exposed. Material risks are those to which senior management pay
particular attention and which could cause the delivery of the Barclays Bank Group's strategy, results of operations, financial condition and/or prospects to
differ materially from expectations. Emerging risks are those which have unknown components, the impact of which could crystallise over a longer time
period. The factors set out below should not be regarded as a complete and comprehensive statement of all the potential risks and uncertainties which the
Barclays Bank Group faces. For example, certain other factors beyond the Barclays Bank Group's control, including escalation of global conflicts, acts of
terrorism, natural disasters, pandemics and similar events, although not detailed below, could have a similar impact on the Barclays Bank Group.

2009, substantial powers are granted to the Bank of England (or, in certain circumstances, HM Treasury), in consultation with the United Kingdom
Prudential Regulation Authority, the UK Financial Conduct Authority and HM Treasury, as appropriate as part of a special resolution regime.
These powers enable the Bank of England (or any successor or replacement thereto and/or such other authority in the United Kingdom with the
ability to exercise the UK Bail-in Power) (the "Resolution Authority") to implement various resolution measures and stabilisation options
