• 	 Charging site(s) must be in PGE 
service territory

•	 Pay for any make-ready costs not 
covered by the custom cost incentive

•	 Add a minimum of 70 kW of new load 
(usually equivalent to 10 Level 2 ports 
or 1-2 DC fast chargers)

•	 Purchase and install PGE-approved, 
networked, Level 2 or DC fast chargers

•	 Keep chargers operational and share 
charging data with PGE for 10 years

•	 Commit to forecasted energy use of 
the chargers

•	 Sign an easement covering  
PGE-owned infrastructure

•	 No concurrent construction that would 
impact the design or installation of 
make-ready infrastructure
