designed to leave you on cloud nine. 

„Alpine Elegance – Ski & Style“ lives  
up to the latter part of its name with 
glittering fashion showcases by jewel-
lery house Zaugg and label Frauen-
schuh from Boutique Jelen, who will 
present their latest collections.

Dinner on 28 November opens with an 
aperitif that’s quite literally sparkling in 
style. Hidden in every glass of cham-
pagne is a diamond – all masterfully 
cut, but only one genuine.
