
Pool Rules & Guidelines 
Pool Open: Memorial Day Weekend – Labor Day Weekend 

Pool Hours: 9 am – 9pm Daily (during open season) 

Pool Hours strictly enforced – Gate will be locked at closing time. No after-hours entry will be allowed. 
 

The pool is provided for the enjoyment of Woodbury Estates Phase 6 residents and their guests. 
Large groups, private parties, or exclusive use of the pool area are not permitted. 

LIFEGUARDS 

 NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY – use caution and swim at your own risk. 
 Never swim alone for your safety. 

CHILDREN 

 Children under 16 must be accompanied by a parent or legal guardian. 
 Unsupervised children under 16 will be asked to leave, and parents will be notified. 
 Parents are responsible for ensuring their children understand and follow all pool and HOA 

rules, whether present or not. 

HEALTH & SANITATION 

 No smoking or vaping anywhere within the pool or HOA property. 
 Children of diaper age must wear swim diapers in the pool. 
 No animals are permitted inside the gated pool area or tied to the fencing. 
 Individuals with open wounds, infections, or communicable illnesses may not enter the 

pool. 
 No urination or defecation in the pool. 

POOL ACCESS 

 Keep the gate closed at all times. Do not allow others to enter using your key card. If 
someone is denied access, they must contact the Board of Directors directly. 

 Anyone found inside the pool enclosure while the pool is closed will lose pool privileges for 
the remainder of the season and/or the following season and may be subject to trespassing 
enforcement.  

 Delinquent dues, unpaid fines, or covenant violations may result in suspension of pool 
access. 

 The pool may be closed at any time without prior notice due to weather, maintenance, 
equipment failure, or other safety concerns. 

 Lost or damaged pool keys require a $25 replacement fee. 

SAFETY & BEHAVIOUR 

 No running, diving, pushing, or rough play. 
 Profanity or abusive language will not be tolerated. 



Pool Rules & Guidelines 
 Bicycles, e-bikes, scooters, rollerblades, skates, and skateboards are not allowed 
inside the gated area. 

 Loud or oƯensive music is prohibited. Please be mindful of nearby homes, especially during 
evening hours. 

 Willful disregard of pool rules may result in contact with the Grain Valley Police 
Department and removal from the premises. 

RESTROOM 

 Please clean up after yourself. 
 Dispose of trash, diapers, and feminine products in the appropriate receptacles. 
 Do not flush anything other than toilet paper. 

ATTIRE 

 CutoƯs, thongs, and excessively revealing swimwear are not permitted.  

FOOD & BEVERAGES 

 No alcoholic beverages are allowed at any time. 
 No glass containers inside the pool area. 
 Food and drinks are allowed in the pool area, but not in the pool. 
 No chewing gum in the pool area. 
 Residents are responsible for disposing of all trash and items brought into the pool area. 

POOL ACCESSORIES 

 Large flotation devices or accessories that interfere with others’ enjoyment of the pool are 
prohibited.
