Pew 54 is the President’s 
Pew. "e architect of the church was Benjamin Henry Latrobe, who assisted in the rebuilding of the U.S. 
Capitol and the White House a%er the War of 1812. Twenty-#ve of the stained glass windows in St. John’s 
were designed and executed by artisans of the noted Lorin #rm of Chartres, France.
