When the time came for their puri(cation according to the law of Moses, Jesus’ parents brought him up 
to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord (as it is written in the law of the Lord, “Every (rstborn male shall 
be designated as holy to the Lord”), and they o)ered a sacri(ce according to what is stated in the law of 
the Lord, “a pair of turtledoves or two young pigeons.”

Now there was a man in Jerusalem whose name was Simeon; this man was righteous and devout, looking 
forward to the consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit rested on him. It had been revealed to him by 
the Holy Spirit that he would not see death before he had seen the Lord’s Messiah. Guided by the Spirit, 
Simeon came into the temple; and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him what was 
customary under the law, Simeon took him in his arms and praised God, saying, “Master, now you are 
dismissing your servant in peace, according to your word; for my eyes have seen your salvation, which you 
have prepared in the presence of all peoples, a light for revelation to the Gentiles and for glory to your 
people Israel.”

And the child’s father and mother were amazed at what was being said about him. "en Simeon blessed 
them and said to his mother Mary, “"is child is destined for the falling and the rising of many in Israel, 
and to be a sign that will be opposed so that the inner thoughts of many will be revealed—and a sword 
will pierce your own soul too.”

"ere was also a prophet, Anna the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher. She was of a great age, 
having lived with her husband seven years a+er her marriage, then as a widow to the age of eighty-four. 
She never le+ the temple but worshiped there with fasting and prayer night and day. At that moment she 
came, and began to praise God and to speak about the child to all who were looking for the redemption 
of Jerusalem.

When they had (nished everything required by the law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their 
own town of Nazareth. "e child grew and became strong, (lled with wisdom; and the favor of God was 
upon him.

NEWS AND NOTEWORTHY

SPECIAL SERVICE CELEBRATING  
THE LEGACY OF DESMOND TUTU 
Sunday, February 23, at 11 a.m.
On Sunday, February 23, we will celebrate the legacy of 
Archbishop Desmond Tutu during a service that includes 
special music and a sermon by the Rt. Rev. Eugene Sutton, 
recently retired Bishop of Maryland. "e Archbishop was 
formerly primate of the Anglican Church of Southern 
Africa, a Nobel Peace Prize recipient for his leadership in 
the struggle against apartheid in South Africa, and a good 
friend of the Episcopal Church in Washington. "e service 
will include the world premiere of a newly commissioned 
work of sacred choral music titled Ubuntu and composed 
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by the award-winning South African composer Franco 
Prinsloo. "e cantata re!ects the values shared by St. John’s 
Church and Archbishop Tutu: justice, peace, and unity. It 
draws inspiration from the painting of Archbishop Tutu 
that protected St. John’s historic Parish House a%er the 
protests around the murder of George Floyd in 2020. Plans 
are underway for several of the paintings that protected our 
buildings to be accessioned by the Smithsonian Museum 
of African American History and Culture. "e painting 
of Archbishop Tutu will be on display at St. John’s as we 
premiere the musical work that it inspired. "e speaker 
series proceeding the service will be a presentation and 
Q&A with the composer, who will be joining us live via 
video from South Africa. Please invite your friends and 
plan to join us for this special morning.

Twenty-$ve of the stained glass windows in St. John’s 
were designed and executed by artisans of the noted Lorin $rm of Chartres, France.
