TRAVELLING TO TALLINN

Tallinn city centre is just 15 minutes away

from the airport, train, coach, or ferry. Ferries
from Helsinki and Stockholm arrive at Lootsi
D-Terminal, a 15-20-minute walk from the Old
Town. A new tramline from the harbour to the
city centre is also available, with future plans to
extend to the airport. Tickets can be bought on
board, online, or via the Pilet.ee App. Another
option is Bus no. 2 or a taxi (roughly 10 EUR)
which can take you to the city.

Tallinn’s airport is named after Lennart Meri, a
statesman, author, and film director. Bus no. 2
provides a 25-minute connection to the heart of
the city, while tram no. 4 usually offers a quicker
18-minute journey..

CULTURE FASCINATIONS

Lennusadam Seaplane Harbour and PROTO invention factory
The Seaplane Harbour (Lennusadam) in Tallinn lets visitors
explore the Lembit submarine and enjoy interactive exhibits
like flight simulators, making it fun for all ages. Located

just 500 meters away is the PROTO Invention Factory, which
opened in October 2019. Inspired by the Jules Verne era,
PROTO offers hands-on attractions such as the world’s first
car, locomotive, and hot air balloon. Both attractions are
family-friendly and situated in the vibrant Noblessner seafront
quarter.

The heart of Tallinn is in its Old Town. Pop into the stunning
Russian Orthodox cathedral of St Alexander Nevsky, see

the most photographed wall at Kohtuotsa viewing platform,
and visit the Oldest Pharmacy in Europe. You'll find original
cobblestone streets, medieval churches, grandiose merchant
houses, barns and warehouses all dating back to Middle Ages.
Tallinn Old Town today is enjoyed by visitors and locals and
the many restaurants and bars, museums, galleries and shops
bring life to the historical city centre. The Christmas Market is
on each day from late November to late December in the Town

Hall Square.

KUMU Art Museum, Kadriorg

One of the largest art museums in Northern Europe,
permanent collections including works from the occupations
period (1940-1991).

Rotermann Quarter, in the heart of Tallinn, and
next to Old Town and port, is a home to many shops,
restaurants and also a cinema. Buy local chocolate
to bring back home or join a Confectionery
Workshop, where you can make your own candy.
Visit the Museum of Estonian Architecture located
at old Rotermann salt storage that is over 100 years
old and one of the most remarkable examples of
industrial architecture in Tallinn. The museum
provides an overview of Estonian architecture in
the 20th century.

Kalamaja area and its hub Telliskivi

Trendy cafes, bars and galleries have transformed
this former industrial townhouse district, making
it the fastest developing area of Tallinn, attracting
creative crowd. Telliskivi is the hub of Kalamaja,
and has many interesting restaurants, theatres and
shops selling everything from oraganic cosmetics
to Estonian design. Stop for lunch or dinner at
relaxed F-hoone restaurant or explore the local
3-level market hall Balti Jaama Turg full of fresh
food, clothing vendors, and hip eateries.
