Hamilton and home to stately Georgian manors, lively cafés, and 
fascinating museums.

9 	 SAINT-LOUIS, MARIE-GALANTE, GUADELOUPE 
Rooted in Creole culture, this remote paradise offers pristine beaches 
with turquoise waters, emerald jungles, and some of the most 
celebrated rum in the Caribbean.

10 	 PORTSMOUTH, DOMINICA 
This verdant paradise lures adventurers with lush rainforests, soaring 
peaks, thundering waterfalls, and black-sand beaches.

11 	 LE DIAMANT, MARTINIQUE  
Diamond Rock, from which the town takes its name, towers high, 
harbouring one of the most spectacular dive spots in the Caribbean.

Only reached by smaller vessels, Cumberland Bay is blissfully free of 
crowds. It’s the perfect destination for a fabulous marina day.

13 	 CHARLOTTEVILLE, TOBAGO
With its beautiful sandy shores, crystal-clear waters, and lush 
vegetation, this laidback oasis lures travellers seeking peace and 
tranquillity.

14 	 CASTRIES, ST LUCIA
Castries offers access to all of the island’s wonders, including its 
2,000-foot-high Piton mountains, rejuvenating mud baths in Sulphur 
Springs, and an array of quiet, dreamy shores with dramatic backdrops.
