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To ensure the airworthiness of an aircraft prior to the issue of Airworthiness Review Certificate (ARC) by the ICAA, an Airworthiness Review shall be carried out. 

The Airworthiness Review shall be performed by a qualified person.  A qualified person for this purpose means:
1. a Part-145 approved maintenance organization with A rating for the aircraft type or 
2. a person holding a valid maintenance technician license with type rating on the aircraft type
3. A person who is listed as authorised person in SVFÍ/SFA approved procedure handbook.
