Re.: Accreditation of the Department of Geriatrics, Division of Clinical Services, Landspitali
University Hospital, Reykjavik, to provide subspecialist education in geriatric medicine.

With reference to articles 7., 8. and 15. in the Ministerial Directive nr. 467/2015 on the Education, Rights
and Duties of Physicians and Requirements for obtaining General Medical Licence and Medical
Specialist Recognition in Iceland, as well as with reference to the working rules for the Evaluation and
Accreditation Committee (EAC), officially approved by the Minister of Health on 28. June 2016, the
EAC hereby declares that at the committee meeting 27.1. 2020 it was decided to grant accreditation for a
sub-specialist/additional specialist training program in geriatric medicine at the Department of Geriatrics,
Division Clinical Services, Landspitali University Hospital (LUH), Reykjavik, and as appropriate,
allied/collaborating institutions relevant to the training process. The EAC has in line with requirements of
the Directive nr. 467/2015 to assess the suitability of relevant educational institutions to be accredited for
such a specialisation program in medicine in Iceland in conformity with European Union regulation nr.
2005/36/EB (https://eur-lex.europa.eu/legal-content/EN/TXT/?uri=celex%3A32005L.0036). The license
may encompass up to 6 months of organized training time at the geriatric unit at the Regional Teaching
Hospital in Akureyri (SAK). The training can be undertaken by licensed doctors who have previously
acquired full qualification in General Medicine (for sub-specialist training recognition) or in Family
Medicine/General Practice (for additional training recognition) by section XIX. article 9, regulation
467/2015.

The decision to accredit was taken with reference to the educational guideline (curriculum) for geriatric
medicine from the UK Royal College of Physicians (RCP), which the committee had considered before
for specific adaptation and use in Iceland. The program commences at LUH in 2020. The program is set
up with permission from the RCP. Members of the EAC visited the Department of Geriatrics at LUH on

15.11. 2020 and discussed the program, it’s execution and the facilities with those in charge of the
program, as well as with two of the educational supervisors and three of trainees.

The report on the visit is sent to the Ministry of Health, the Icelandic Directorate of Health and other
relevant bodies/officials for information. The EAC uses Danish, British and European guiding principles
for the accreditation process. There the Icelandic EAC considers facility adequacy, i.a. in terms of
manpower, workload, nature of the daily work conducted in the Department of Geriatric Medicine, as
well as teaching methods, professional meetings, practical learning opportunities, supervision of training,
trainee evaluation and other related training aspects.

The EAC thus approves of the Department of Geriatrics within the Division of Clinical Services as an
educational institution for a 2-year subspecialist/additional specialist training program in geriatric
medicine. Yearly intake of trainees may be up to three/year in addition to trainess from other specialties
training includes geriatric medicine. The program is run within the responsibility domain of the Chief
Medical Officer at Landspitali University Hospital in accordance with article 8 of Directive 467/2015.
Renewed accreditation will have to be done according to the stipulations of directive 467/2015 not later
than in 4 years time (year 2024), but the training/training facilities will be re-evaluated in line with the
present EAC visit outcome in the first half of the year 2022.
