There are lots of digital apprenticeships suitable for
career starters. The two highlighted here are:

DIGITAL SUPPORT TECHNICIAN

Supporting digital system users and solving
problems (approx. 15 months). You'll specialise as
either a Digital Applications Technician (helping your
organisation make the best use of digital
technologies) or Digital Service Technician (helping
customers and clients to use digital tools).

CYBER SECURITY TECHNICIAN
Monitoring and stopping digital security threats

(approx. 18 months).
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DIGITAL SUPPORT TECHNICIAN OR CYBER SECURITY TECHNICIAN LEVEL 3

Digital Support and Cyber Security Technicians use their skills to help their organisation with a problem

or goal, usually as part of a team. You might be helping to roll out a new piece of software or stopping

hackers from accessing confidential company information. Jobs in digital are exciting and you'll often be

doing innovative and cutting-edge work.
