Mentoring program for station personnel

The Director of Major Giving mentored the
SEU’s Donor Relations Representative this past
year. They meet weekly to review strategy,
tasks, challenges, and evaluated opportunities
for major gift giving.

This mentorship provided training on the
skills necessary to obtain higher-level positions
in the broadcast industry.

Commencing in January of 2024, all SEU
hiring managers were assigned to take a CPB-
sponsored online course, focused on the
prevention of sexual harassment in the
workplace.

Among other topics, the course defined
sexual harassment and discussed the
importance of maintaining a harassment-free
workplace.

Commencing in September 2023, all SEU
managers were also mandated to take a USC-
sponsored online course, focusing on sexual
harassment in the workplace and how to
address it in the SEU’s various departments,
with specific steps and procedures detailed.

On July 10, 2024, all of the hiring managers,
together with the Senior Leadership Team,
attended the SF SEU EEO Self-Assessment
exercise, focusing on what worked for the SEU
in its outreach this past year and what had not.

There was also report from the SEU’s own
DEIB Task Force on the group’s efforts this past
year to improve diversity and inclusion
throughout the company.

A vigorous group discussion was then held,
taking a serious look at ways to improve our
outreach efforts to community groups for each
of our job vacancies.

A new idea surfaced: this group asked the
SEU Management to work with a minority
group on campus, to establish a pipeline
program with the goal of providing training
opportunities and internships to members of
that group.
