The release, caused by the overfilling of the tank, flowed onto an adjacent property, resulting in contamination both on-site and off-site. The contamination was
remediated with no additional impacts discovered.™

Contractor Environmental and Professional Coverage (CEPC)
Any contractor working at an educational facility has a heightened exposure for environmental risk due to the sensitive population. Contractors may unknowingly
cause or exacerbate contaminants leading to a contamination event.

What can a CEPC policy cover:
»  CEPC protects the insured from claims for loss arising out of acts and errors or omissions committed by the insured during their performance of
professional services.
*  CEPC also provides environmental liability coverage for contracting operations performed by the insured or on their behalf, transportation of waste or materials
to and from a project site or yards, disposal and recycling of waste or materials from their jobs sites or yards, and their owned or leased locations.
*  Owner Controlled Insurance Program (OCIP) and Contractor Controlled Insurance Program (CCIP) structures are available

Claim Scenarios for CEPC: (*designated costs are in excess of the applicable policy retentions)

A general confractor was awarded a project to replace drafty windows in an old A general contractor sub-contracted masonry work for a

school building. During the replacement, the contractor did not use the proper flashing  school project. The masonry sub-contractor did not construct

to keep water from entering joints between dissimilar building materials. As a result of the loading dock according to the design plans. The general

improper flashing installation, water penetrated the building leading to mold issues. confractor was accused of poor supervision and was held responsible
The mold remediation and restoration costs exceeded $500,000.* for damages of $350,000 including costs to rebuild the loading dock.*
