When placing your artwork on your front and rear covers please ensure that you take into concideration the 10mm book
hinge/joint area. These are on the left on your front cover and on the right on your rear cover (highlighed on this guide).
Depending on your design you will need to establish if the centre of your cover design includes or excludes the 10mm book
hinge/joint area. We have highlighted the 2 centre point options on this guide for you.
