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PRE-MATCH BOURNEMOUTH

A large majority of trains arrive at Bournemouth Central Train
Station, which is accessible to wheelchair users. Leave the station

by the south exit (facing Asda) and turn left to head towards the main
road. Turn left again and walk straight up Holdenhurst Road for around
25 minutes, until you reach a roundabout at which you turn right into
Kings Park Drive. Vitality Stadium is on the left. For more information
goto:

PRE-MATGH BOSCOMBE

The nearest train station to the stadium is Pokesdown for
Boscombe, which is roughly a mile from the ground and around
a 15 minute walk away. This station is not currently accessible for
wheelchair users.

Exit the station and turn right down the main Christchurch Road
(A35) for 400m and turn right into Gloucester Road. Follow signs for
Kings Park to arrive at Vitality Stadium. For more information go to

The m2 More Bus service runs from Pokesdown for Boscombe
Station and brings supporters closer to the stadium via Boscombe.
All supporters with a valid match ticket can receive a £1 discount
on dayrider tickets. All the buses are equipped with USB charging
facilities.

AVONBOURNE

For free parking just a 10-minute walk from the ground, Avonbourne
Academies (Formerly Harewood College) are open 3 hours prior

to kick off on weekends and 1.75 hours before kick off on weekday
matches. If you are using a SatNav, please refrain from using the
postcode and instead use ‘Harewood Avenue’. There are a total of
206 spaces and 3 accessible spaces within this car park.

Please note the Avonbourne Academy site and car parkis a
strict non-smoking area.

Please note this car park is locked 60 minutes after the full-
time whistle. Users are asked to ensure they keep to the
maximum speed limits displayed.

SOVEREIGN CENTRE

The Sovereign Shopping Centre on Christchurch road, BH1 4SX, which
is approximately a 15 minute walk from the ground. - highlighted on the
map - offers low cost easy parking (£3.50 for 4 hours) with 600 spaces,
also located on the ground floor are 19 accessible spaces and 2 electric
vehicle charging stations. This parking facility has the advantage of
being away from congestion and has cafes nearby for refreshments.

For evening games, supporters are asked to park on the ground floor of
the car park. Other areas of the car park are locked in the evening and
supporters will not be able to leave the car park after this point.

ONSITE

Parking is available to the south of the ground, this is a pay and
display car park where charges apply 24/7. Supporters should note
that the South Car Park operates as cashless, with options to pay
by mobile, app or phone to the number displayed on the sign. In
order to pay, supporters should download either the Pay by Phone,
Ringo or Just Park app.

Please be aware that this car park usually reaches capacity around
75 minutes prior to kick-off. Stewards will be present on site to
assist supporters within this car park.

Within the main car park, there are 4 electric vehicle charging
points accessible to supporters on matchday on a first come, first
serve basis.

OTHER

Residential roads adjacent to the stadium have parking restrictions
and the club asks supporters to please be mindful of existing drive
entrances and avoid parking illegally as this can cause particular
problems for residents and is a safety hazard. Parking enforcement
officers and Police will respond to residents’ complaints and take
action.

Please be aware specific sections of Kings Park are no longer
available for Blue Badge holders, so please look out for matchday
signage to this effect.

ACCESSIBLE PARKING

Accessible Parking is available in the main and south stand car
park. The club offers 62 accessible parking spaces on site at
Vitality Stadium.

Main Stand

There is no charge for blue badge holders - evidence will be
required. On arrival at Vitality Stadium (via Kings park Drive)
you will be greeted by stewards and where available, directed
to an appropriate space It is important to note that there is no
guarantee of matchday parking on the basis of being a blue
padge holder. All supporters attending matches at Vitality
Stadium are advised to arrive early as the car park usually
reaches capacity around 2 hours before kick-off.

South Stand

Blue Badge Holders may continue to utilise the South Stand car
park and will need to display a valid Disabled Tax Exempt Vehicle
parking permit (DTEV) which enables permit holders to park in
most BCP off street and pay and display car parks without buying
aticket. Where Blue badge holders do not have a valid DTEV,
charges within the South Stand car park will apply.

VIEWING POSITIONS

There are a variety of viewing positions for wheelchair users, which
are located Row A pitchside in all stands, or our accessible viewing
platforms. We ask that other supporters are mindful of fellow fans
using wheelchairs and generally, it isimportant to keep the aisles,
access and viewing lines clear at all times.

FOOD AREAS

We have low counters available at kiosks and concourses within the
visiting supporters concourse.

HEARING LOOPS

Portable hearing loops are situated in concourse areas, ticket
offices, superstore, reception and in the hospitality area.

AUDIO HEADSETS

Visually impaired supporters are able to order a headset in advance
of the game. Headsets can be booked in advance (free of charge)
through contacting the ticket office, via phone by calling 01202
726300 or by e-mailing disability@afcb.co.uk.

LOW GOUNTERS

Low counters are available at the ticket office windows, the
Superstore and throughout the concourses.

SENSORY PAGKS

The club and Community Sports Trust are delighted to be able to
offer sensory packs for supporters with disabilities. The packs have
been designed for supporters, particularly those with Autism who
attend matches to make the matchday experience more accessible,
comfortable and enjoyable for them.

The sensory pack comes in an AFC Bournemouth draw string bag and
includes-

DGLOUNGE

Located within the East Stand, home and visiting disabled
supporters are welcome to meet before the game and enjoy
refreshments in our DC Lounge.

AGCESSIBLE TOILETS

There are 16 accessible toilets at Vitality Stadium. There is one
situated close to each of the areas provided for our disabled
supporters. All have level access and are clearly signed with tactile
and braille signage. Accessible toilets have additional signage,
mirrors, coat hooks and colour contrast. All accessible toilets are
fitted with an alarm.

CHANGING PLAGES

There is a changing places facility located between the South and
Main stands which supporters can access prior to entering the
stadium and for the duration of their visit.

Our food and drink kiosks, located at various locations around the outer
perimeter of Vitality Stadium open from 3 hours before kick-off and stock our
full range of hot food and drinks.

This includes a hot
dog, pie or burger, crisps, a chocolate bar and a small juice or water. Upon
request chocolate bars may be substituted with our healthy choice such as
raisins, note that this offer is for Junior Cherries members only. These food
items are also available inside the concourse areas.

THEGREAT ESCAPE OUTDOOR BAR AREA

Our outdoor bar area is situated just in between the Vitality Steve Fletcher
Stand and Vitality Main Stand. All supporters can enjoy food and beverages
from this facility which is positioned underneath the big screen for
supporters to enjoy pre-match build up. There are a number of food and drink
facilities around this area for supporters to enjoy.

BARI

Want a drink before the game? Bar 1is open for home supporters
and is located next to the media entrance in the Vitality Main Stand.
Supporters are required to show a home ticket on entry. Hot food is
available in the bistro section of Bar 1 opens 3 hours before kick-off
for a weekend game and 2 34 hours before a weekday match.

MATGHDAY PROGRAMME

Remember to pick up your copy of our award-winning matchday programme
to take home. These are on sale in the Superstore and around the stadium
priced at £4.00.

SUPERSTORE

Looking to take home a souvenir from your trip to Vitality Stadium?
Supporters can do so from 9:00am on a matchday. The Superstore is located
on the North West corner of the Vitality main stand and is open up until kick-
off and then for 20 minutes after the match. The Superstore is also home to
our trophy cabinet.

TOILETS

Prior to turnstiles opening, there are toilets adjacent to the South
Plaza which are available for all supporters to use.

MOBILE MERCHANDISE

There are mobile merchandise outlets situated around the ground
where supporters can purchase AFC Bournemouth merchandise as a
convenient alternative to the Superstore and will be available at most
fixtures.

JUNIOR FANZONE

The Junior Fanzone is located in the concourse under the Family
Stand and is open 2.5 hours before kick-off until 1 hour prior to the
game starting. Supporters up to the age of 16 will be able to meet our
very own club mascot Cherry Bear and enjoy a variety of pre-match
entertainment including games, activities and competitions such as
FIFA tournaments on XBOX 1, table tennis rallies and power penalties!
Entry only possible with a valid matchday ticket.

PAYMENT OPTIONS

Supporters can now pay by debit/credit card, contactless and Apple
Pay all around the ground.

Vitality Stadium is a smoke free venue. Use of Cigarettes, Vaporizers
or E-Cigarettes is not permitted inside the stadium. Supporters are
not able to exit and re-enter the stadium for any reason.

ENTERING THROUGH TURNSTILES

Please bear in mind that for supporters’ own safety, there will be 100%
searches of every single supporter as well as bag searching/ tagging.
Please don't bring a bag unless you absolutely need to. please ensure
that any bags bought into Vitality Stadium are less than A4 in size.
There will be an exemption for supporters on the grounds of disability
or medical reason. Away supporters are advised to email disability@
afcb.co.uk before the game. AFC Bournemouth will not accept any
responsibility for bags brought into Vitality Stadium that do not match
this criteria. Turnstiles at Vitality Stadium open 1.5 hours before Kick
Off and supporters are asked to ensure they arrive at least 45 minutes
prior to kick-off to avoid delays.

CHERRIES COMMUNITY DRAW
