Around 240 species of pollinators are solitary bees who do not live in 
colonies but in cracks, crevices and holes in trees, walls and buildings.

Available in both clay and concrete, the Ibstock Bee Habitat Brick 
allows the bee to create a safe nest in the face of a brick. With an 
enclosed back and sides, resident bees can only enter and leave 
through the face holes, ensuring safety for both bee and homeowner.
