2. Brief information about the participants in this competition
The sole applicant in this competition is Chief Assistant Dr. Radka Vasileva Vlaeva
from the Department of Animal Breeding — Non-ruminant Animals and Specific Sectors
within the Faculty of Agriculture at Trakia University, Stara Zagora.
Chief Assistant Dr. Radka Vasileva was born on 15.3.1982 in Kazanlak, Stara Zagora
region. She completed her secondary studies in 2000 at the Vocational School of Veterinary

Medicine in Lovech as a veterinary technician. In 2010 she acquired a bachelor degree from



the Faculty of Agriculture at Trakia University in the specialty of Zooengineering. In the
following year of 2011 she completed a masters course and in 2012 she became a full-time
doctoral student in the scientific specialty “Specific sectors (horses)” at the Faculty of
Agriculture of TRU, Stara Zagora. In 2015 she successfully defended her thesis on the topic
of Dynamics in the development of a Purebred English horse breed population — linear
structure and genetic variety for the conferral of the scientific and educational degree of
Doctor. From 2015 to 2017 she worked as an assistant at the Horse Breeding Section of the
Department of Animal Breeding — Non-ruminant animals and Specific Sectors within the
Faculty of Agriculture. Since 2017 to present she has been a chief assistant at the same
department. Chief Assistant Radka Vlaeva delivers lectures and practical trainings in the
following disciplines: ‘Horse breeding’, ‘Sport horse breeding’, ‘Equestrian sport practice’,
‘Equestrian tourism, recreational and therapeutic riding’ at bachelor level, and is a leading

lecturer in two masters programmes: ‘Indigenous Horse Breeding’ and ‘Equestrian Sport’.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

Chief Assistant Dr. Radka Vlaeva has submitted complete documentation regarding
the fulfilment of the minimal national requirements with respect to Art. 2b of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the additional
requirements according to Appendix 8.1. of the Rules for the Development of the Academic
Staff at TRU.

The candidate has participated in three
scientific forums abroad and three in Bulgaria amounting to a total of 90 points.

managed by Dr. Radka Vlaeva. A total of 25 points.

. Evaluation of the lecturing activity of each candidate

Chief Assistant Dr. Radka Vasileva Vlaeva has an eight-year experience teaching

four disciplines in the Horse Breeding Section. Three of the courses are elective. She is a

highly erudite lecturer who conscientiously conducts lecturing and practical trainings with

the students from the specialties of Zooengineering, Agronomy, and Agrarian Engineering.

In her relations with her colleagues and students Dr. Radka Vlaeva shows academic attitude,

tolerance and high standards of personal conduct. In the educational and qualification degree
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of Bachelor she teaches five courses: ‘Horse breeding’, ‘Sport horse breeding’, ‘Equestrian
tourism, recreational and therapeutic riding’, ‘Equestrian sports practice’ and ‘Animal
breeding’. At masters level Dr. Radka Vlaeva delivers lecturing and practical trainings in
four programmes: Indigenous horse breeding, Equestrian sport, Livestock reproduction and
Consulting, development and management of projects in livestock farming. Her teaching
activity includes work with foreign students, as well.

Dr. Radka Vlaeva is the author and co-author of the aforementioned curricula for the
courses studied at bachelor and masters levels and has also co-authored Manual for practical
tarinings in horse breeding. She has acted as the supervisor of six successful graduates.

5. Brief description of the submitted research works/ publications
The list of publications of Chief Assistant Dr. Radka Vlaeva which she has submitted for
evaluation in the competition for acquisition of the academic rank of Associate Professor in
Specific sectors (horses) includes a total of 22 research works. Among them are a dissertation
and a monograph, a published book based on the defended dissertation, and a collective
monograph. The other research works - 17 in all, have been published in research journals
referenced and indexed in world renowned databases — 12, and in non—referenced peer
review journals — 2, and 4 publications are related to the dissertation.

The scientific activity of Dr. Radka Vlaeva is related to the study of some horse breeds
common for Bulgaria, as well as the donkey population. In this sense, the scientific
publications are oriented into the following directions: linear and family structure and
population status; DNA analysis and inner breed differentiation; reproduction policy — state,
development, problems and perspectives of indigenous horse breeding; morphological

characteristic and factors affecting the body development of donkeys.

6. Evaluation summary of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions of
the candidates

As a result of the her entire research production, the candidate has presented a total of 35

scientific and applied scientific contributions, distributed into the four directions cited above.

Of these 35 contributions, there are 21 with original character, and 14 with applied and

confirmative character. During the detailed review of the contributions, the original character

of those related to the genealogical structure of horses from the breeds Bulgarian Sport



Horse, Purebred English and other purebred horses in Bulgaria and the population status of
the aforementioned breeds, as well as in the Danube breed has been manifested. Of particular
value are the scientific contributions related to DNA microsatellite analysis in the population
of Purebred English horse breeds in Bulgaria. It is relevant to also mention here the
contributions from the scientific publications on donkeys, because such a detailed analysis of
their population had not been published in Bulgaria.
