At OCS "Bachelor" he
conducts lectures and exercises with part-time and full-time students from the
"Zooengineering" major in the disciplines: "Fundamentals of nutrition" and "Applied
nutrition", and EOOS specialty, in the discipline: "Forage and nutrition". At the Master's
College of Education, he conducts lectures and practical classes in the following disciplines:



"Feeds and feed additives in the feeding of farm animals and control and analysis of forages";
"Normal feeding of animals"; "Cattle and Buffalo Feeding"; "Feeding sheep and goats";
"Good production practices in animal feeding"; "Quality and safety management systems in
the production of compound feed" In the Ministry of Agriculture "Animal nutrition and
technology of compound feed"; the discipline "Feeding different categories of cattle and
buffalo” in the MP "Production systems and selection in cattle and buffalo breeding", the
discipline "Good production practices and HACCP in the production of compound feed" in
the MP "Management of food safety and quality systems" and in the MP "Sustainable
production of forage crops nutritional characteristics of forages"

The scientific activity of Assoc. Prof. Gancho Ganchev is related to four main
directions: research of different feeding schemes for calves up to 4 months of age;
studies related to the intluence of nutrition, age and genotype of animals on the
retention and excretion of nitrogen in growing and fattening pigs; study of the
composition of Paulownia elongata leaves and the possibility of their use as an
alternative roughage in ruminant rations; studies related to the effect of different
levels of dried distillers' residue (DDGS) in diets of growing pigs on nutrient
digestibility.

6. Combined assessment of the basic scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidates

As a result of his overall scientific production, the candidate presents a total of 23
contributions in scientific works, distributed in the four main directions cited above, as
well as additional studies made in the field of feed raw materials, studies related to the
nutrition of dairy cows, chickens, sheep- mothers. Of these 23 contributions, two are of
an original nature, 18 of a scientific-applied nature and 3 of an applied nature. I accept the
report on the contributions and give them a positive evaluation.

7. Basic critical notes and recommendations

I have no remarks and recommendations to the candidate regarding the presented
scientific production.



8. Conclusion

The presented scientific production by the candidate fulfills and exceeds the
requirements of the professional direction 6.3. Animal Husbandry at the Faculty of
Agriculture at Thrakia University for occupying the academic position "Professor". There are
enough scientific-applied, applied and original contributions on current aspects related to the
scientific specialty. All this, together with the professional qualities and academic activity of
the candidate, help the future development of the Faculty of Agriculture at Thrakia
University, Stara Zagor.
