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During his graduate work, he observed the way clinical trials bottlenecked the development of new treatments for patients, compelling him to start TrialSpark. TrialSpark partners with doctors to create FDA compliant trial sites within their existing practices, unlocking the 99% of patients and doctors not involved in trials today and democratizing access to research treatments.
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
