Questions by the Clubs relating to General and Financial Reports

· Walter Wolffs MCC- Concerned about non-affiliated tournaments and the fees charged. Why the fees are almost doubled for non-affiliated chess tournaments. W.W. suggested that maybe CV should consider a change in the constitution to be more flexible and reduce its fees.
TS reply that fees are higher as non-affiliated clubs use the infrastructure of CV, time and money in and CV encourage them to join the federation and become affiliated.

· Thai Li MCC - re: the balance sheet. Why chess clocks and chess sets are not recorded as assets. TS explained they have been fully depreciated over a period of time.
His second question was in regards the MCC running Vic Championships.

· Tim Broome Wynham CC – re: Financial Statements
How we can improve the recording of the Income and Expenditure documents.

· Gary Voigt Croydon CC- has CV undertaken independent Auditing as per the Constitution. TS replied that CV financials have not been checked by an independent Auditor.

· Boyd Korab St Kilda CC – does the Annual report shows the Interest component. TS explained the interest component is  received and recorded.
