Each school can submit a maximum of four student
entries per school.

Audio submission:

Students should submit their responses to the
selected question as an audio recording in English
to their teacher.

Evaluation:

The teacher will evaluate and select a maximum of
four audio recordings per school before submitting
and uploading the four recordings via this link.

Selection by the Expo School Programme team:
Based on the criteria highlighted below, the Expo
School Programme team will select 80 students to
participate in the first round of NGWM.

Notification:

Once the selection is finalised, the Expo School
Programme will notify the teacher via email.

Confirmation of participation:

The teacher will need to confirm the selected
student’s participation by responding to the email.

Participation in following rounds:

The Expo School Programme team will select a
number of students to participate in the following
rounds. In Round 1, we will choose 80 students,
followed by 20 students in Round 2, 10 students in
Round 3, and 4 students in Round 4, which is the
NGWM session. Successful candidates for each
round will be announced within 48 hours.

PLEASE NOTE: The Expo School Programme team wiill
be unable to provide feedback on individual submissions.

AGE GROUP

Participants must be between
14 to 18 years old.

2 to 3 minutes; submissions
shorter than 2 minutes or longer
than 3 minutes will be disqualified.

Students must be eloquent
and conversant in English.

Entries that contain plagiarized
content will be eliminated.
