In England at this time, people did not own Bibles, and the priests at church read from 
Latin, a language most people did not know. William Tyndale learned the original 
languages of the Bible and translated it into English so people could read it on their  
own. (1949 – 1536)

Amy Carmichael left her home in Ireland and moved to India to be a missionary. She 
wanted to help the children who were in danger and being hurt. She learned the language, 
dressed in Indian clothing, and disguised herself so she could rescue many children and 
give them a safe home. (1867 – 1951)
