2. What are people who follow Jesus called? 
(Christians.) 

3. Paul wrote letters to other Christians when he 
traveled. Where can we read some of the letters he 
wrote? (The Bible – in the New Testament) 

 

WHY DOES IT MATTER? (APPLICATION) 
 
1. Who is someone you can tell about Jesus and His love 

for them? (Think of a friend, neighbor, or family 
member. We could tell anyone we meet!)  

2. What do you think God wants us to learn from this 
story? (Let your kids answer and then bring them back 
to this week’s teaching truth. We are to tell others 
about Jesus and His love for them!)  

3. Pray a short simple prayer asking God to help us share 
the good news about Jesus with family and friends.
