The partnership will allow NZX to help support TQ’s goal of diversifying the Queenstown economy 

and building the Queenstown Lakes District into a billion-dollar tech ecosystem by 2043. 

 

NZX Chief Executive Mark Peterson says NZX is committed to backing industries that are driving 

growth and innovation in regional New Zealand.

Its goal is to increase the technology sector’s 

contribution to local GDP from less than 2% to 15–20% over the next two decades.

Its expertise in helping support 

and grow New Zealand businesses regionally, nationally and globally will be a valuable asset to our 

agency.
