At a glance

Galleries

e The open concept Galleries are extremely versatile spaces filled with natural light to host
workshops, presentations, and networking events. These spaces may be used separately or in
conjunction with one another.

Getting here

e The Galleries are located in Meridian Arts Centre, located at the corner of Beecroft Road and
North York Boulevard. The address is 5040 Yonge Street East, Toronto, Ontario.

e Meridian Arts Centre is accessible by vehicle, bicycle, bus, subway, GO Transit, taxi or
rideshare, and Wheel-Trans.

e Meridian Arts Centre is approximately 400 metres southwest of North York Centre Station.

e Meridian Arts Centre does not have parking on site.

e Limited metered street parking is available in the surrounding streets. Public parking can be
found at several lots in the local area.

Before the show

e You may need a ticket for an event when you are visiting the Galleries. You can pre-purchase
your tickets or buy tickets at the box office.

e Youwill find two refreshment counters each on both levels of Meridian Arts Centre.

e You will find the patron services and coat check desk in the lower main lobby where you can
pick up an assistive listening device or audio description device (when offered).

e Youwill also find an elevator in the lower main lobby that can take you up one level to the
upper main lobby.

e From the lower main lobby, you can enter into the Lower Gallery. From the upper main lobby,
you can enter into the Upper Gallery.

Washrooms

e There are several washrooms on both levels of Meridian Arts Centre.

e On the east side of the lower main lobby, there is an all-gender washroom.

e On the west side of the lower main lobby, there are family washrooms and a universal
washroom.

e On the east side of the upper main lobby, there is an all-gender washroom.

e On the west side of the upper main lobby, there are family washrooms.



Getting here
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The Galleries are located in Meridian Arts Centre, located at the corner of Beecroft Road and
North York Boulevard. The address is 5040 Yonge Street East, Toronto, Ontario.
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o Bieycle
There are numerous bike racks on the north side of our venue on North York Boulevard. Please
make sure you bring a lock to secure your bike.

3 Bus

The closest accessible bus routes are 84 Sheppard West, 85 Sheppard East, 97 Yonge, and 98
Willowdale-Senlac.

If you are taking the westbound 84 Sheppard West or westbound 98 Willowdale-Senlac
bus, get off on Sheppard Avenue West at Beecroft Road and make your way north along
Beecroft Road. Turn right onto North York Boulevard. The venue will be on your right. It is
approximately 700 metres from the bus stop.

If you are taking the eastbound 84 Sheppard West, 85 Sheppard East, or eastbound 98
Willowdale-Senlac bus, get off at Sheppard-Yonge Station and make your way north along
Yonge Street. Turn left onto North York Boulevard. The venue will be on your left. It is
approximately 750 metres from the bus stop.

If you are taking the northbound 97 Yonge Bus, get off on Yonge Street at Elmwood
Avenue and make your way west along North York Boulevard. The venue will be on your
left. It is approximately 250 metres from the bus stop.

If you are taking the southbound 97 Yonge Bus, get off on Yonge Street at North York
Boulevard and make your way west along North York Boulevard. The venue will be on your
left. It is approximately 250 metres from the bus stop.

E Subway

North York Centre Station and Sheppard-Yonge Station are the closest subway stations.

To get to the theatre from North York Centre Station, make your way south along Yonge
Street, then turn right onto North York Boulevard. The venue will be on your left. It is
approximately 400 metres from the subway station.

To get to the theatre from Sheppard-Yonge Station, make your way north along Yonge
Street, then turn left onto North York Boulevard. The venue will be on your left. It is
approximately 750 metres from the subway station.



R GO Transit

Finch Station is the closest GO Transit station. To get to the theatre from Finch Station, make
your way south along Yonge Street, then turn right onto North York Boulevard. The venue will be
on your left. It is approximately 1.9 kilometres from Finch Station.

@ Taxi or rideshare

There is enough room for taxis and rideshare vehicles to make pickups and drop-offs in the
driveway right in front of the main entrance. Please let a staff member know if you need
assistance calling a taxi.

6' Wheel-Trans

There is enough room for Wheel-Trans to make pickups and drop-offs in the driveway right in
front of the main entrance.



ﬂ Parking

Meridian Arts Centre does not have parking on site. Limited metered street parking is available in
the surrounding streets, including on Yonge Street, Beecroft Road, and other nearby streets.
Public parking can be found at several lots in the local area, including at:

5000 Yonge Street (entrance/exit off a side street from North York Boulevard)
North York Centre, 5160 Yonge Street (entrance/exit off Park Home Avenue)
Empress Walk, 5095 Yonge Street (entrance/exit off Hillcrest Avenue)

Entering our venue

Main entrance

The main entrance to our building is on North York Boulevard between Yonge Street and Beecroft
Road. It has three sets of double doors.

The first door at the far left is an automated door, and the push-to-open button is to the left of
this door on a post. If you have any issues with the automated door, or if you need any assistance,
our staff members would be happy to help.

Box office

When you enter through the main entrance, the box office will be on your right. There is an
accessible box office counter at the far left of the box office.

You may need a ticket for an event when you are visiting the Galleries. If you did not pre-purchase
your tickets, you can buy tickets at the box office. If you pre-purchased your tickets, you may
have received your tickets electronically by email. If you are picking up pre-purchased tickets at
the box office, the box office will ask you for a piece of photo identification and the credit card
used to make the purchase.

Lower main lobby

When you enter through the main entrance, the lower main lobby will be straight ahead,
accessible by five stairs or a ramp. The lower main lobby is a large open and airy space that
features two staircases leading up to the upper main lobby.

You will also find an elevator in the main lower lobby which can take you up one level to the upper
main lobby. The elevator door opening is 48 inches wide by 84 inches high, and the inside of the
elevator is 58 inches wide by 105 inches deep.

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Upper main lobby

You can get to the upper main lobby by taking the stairs or elevator up one floor from the lower
main lobby. If using stairs, there are 35 steps up to the upper main lobby from the lower main

lobby.

You can get to the Upper Gallery by taking the stairs or elevator up one floor from the lower main
lobby. If using stairs, there are 35 steps up to the upper main lobby from the lower main lobby.

If the galleries are being used in conjunction with one another, you will also be able to get to the
Upper Gallery by taking the stairs up one floor from the Lower Gallery. There are 35 steps up to
the Upper Gallery from the Lower Gallery.

The Upper Gallery is the perfect space for speeches, presentations, or small recitals.

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Washrooms

There are a number of washrooms on both levels of Meridian Arts Centre. On the east side of the
lower main lobby, there is an all-gender washroom that includes two family washrooms.

On the west side of the lower main lobby, there are men’s and women’s washrooms that are both
equipped with accessible stalls, as well as five family washrooms and one universal washroom.

On the east side of the upper main lobby, there is an all-gender washroom that includes three
accessible stalls, one family washroom, and one universal washroom.

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On the west side of the upper main lobby, there are men’s and women’s washrooms that are both
equipped with accessible stalls, as well as family washrooms.
