We're introducing a new Monday to
Saturday daytime and evening route
between Standish and Wigan, with
buses running hourly including in
the evening. Buses will start from
Rectory Lane running via Fairway,
Grove Lane, High Street, Preston
Road, Avondale Street, Greenwood
Road and James Square. They will
then turn back onto Preston Road,
running direct to Wigan town centre
via High Street, Wigan Road, Wigan
Lane and Central Park Way.

Buses will also call at the Tesco Extra
just off Central Park Way.

Journeys from Wigan will run via the
reverse of the above route to High
Street in Standish, then turn onto
Pole Street and along Market Street
to Rectory Lane.
