Secretaries, appointed as Scrutinizer in the meeting of Board of Directors of the Company held
on Monday, August 28 2023, to conduct the following:

(i) Remote e-voting process done by the shareholders of the Company pursuant to the
provisions of Section 108 of the Act, read with Rule 20 of the Companies (Management and
Administration) Rules, 2014; and

(i) Electronic Voting at the AGM under the provisions of Section 109 of the Act read with
Rule 21 of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014 at the AGM held
on Friday, November 24, 2023 at 11.00 A.M.

B. Pursuant to Section 101, 108 of the Act and Rule 20 of Companies (Management &
Administration) Rules 2014 (including any statutory modification(s) or re-enactment(s) thereof
for the time being in force), Company has confirmed that the electronic copy of the Notice
convening the 59t AGM of the Company along with the process of remote e-voting was sent to
the shareholders whose e-mail addresses were registered with the Company’s Registrar and
Share Transfer Agent/Depository Participant(s) for communication purposes in compliance with
the Circulars issued by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs dated April 08, 2020, April 13, 2020,
May 05, 2020, January 13, 2021, December 14, 2021, May 05, 2020, January 13, 2021, December 08,




2021, December 14, 2021, May 05, 2022, December 28, 2022 and September 25, 2023 and by SEBI
Circulars dated May 12, 2020, January 15, 2021, May 13, 2022, January 05, 2023 and October 06,
2023 and other applicable provisions of the SEBI Listing Regulations, the Secretarial Standard-2
on General Meetings issued by the Institute of Company Secretaries of India. The Company
completed dispatch of Notice along with explanatory statement on Wednesday, November 08,
2023, only through electronic mode, to those members whose name(s) appeared on the Register
of Members/ List of beneficiaries as on October 27, 2023.

The Company had appointed National Securities Depository Limited (“NSDL”) for conducting
the electronic voting by the shareholders of the Company at the AGM. After the time fixed for
closing of electronic voting at AGM by the Chairman, voting was closed and votes cast were
unblocked.

The Company had availed the remote e-voting facility provided by NSDL for conducting the
remote e-voting by the shareholders of the Company. The remote e-voting commenced on
Sunday, November 19, 2023 at 9:00 a.m. (IST) and ends on Thursday, November 23, 2023 at 5:00
p-m. (IST) and the NSDL remote e-voting portal was blocked for voting thereafter.
