Artwork Instructions

Setting up your artwork for print is easy. There are a few simple guidelines to follow that will allow us
to print your artwork correctly.

1. Download Our Template

We recommend you download the template for this product. It includes the exact dimensions to help
you. These can be found on the product page.
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2. Creating Your Artwork

Add your logo or text to the template and position it on the artboard. Your graphic must be a vector. You
can vectorise bitmap artwork online, at www.vectorizer.io but results can vary and it is always best to use
artwork originally created as a vector wherever possible.

Don't forget to embed your fonts, alternatively you can outline them.

Use Vector Graphics

Please use only vector graphics in your artwork. This means gradients and bitmaps cannot be used.
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3. Export Print Ready PDF

Export your print file as a High-Quality Print PDF or PDF/X-1a:2001. Make sure all fonts are embedded or
outlined. Ensure you have deleted or turned off the visibility of the template layer.

Once you have your artwork file, simply upload it to your order and we'll take care of the print.
