District 8 Overview

District 8 is a large district located in
southwest Austin, and contains distinct
neighborhoods such as  Oak Hill and Circle
C. The district is bounded on the east by
Brodie Lane, on the south by the Travis-
Hays county line, on the north by Bee Cave
road and on the west by the winding
Austin city limits line. It is home to the
Hampton Branch Library and multiple
parks, most notably Zilker Park, Austin's
premier recreational area.
