
A Student Perspective on the Council 
Agreement 2022-2026

The council agreement contains interesting points about climate.1 Think for example of 
focusing on climate innovations in the region. DAS believes that the role of students can 
also be valuable in the energy transition; the TU/e student teams make a lot of impact. The 
role of students could be safeguarded by establishing a student cabinet or introducing 
central consultations.

The council agreement discusses temporary housing, with the plan to realize 500-2000 
additional temporary homes in the next two years.2 This should also be used for temporary 
student housing. Furthermore, DAS would like to see a ‘vacancy fine’ to continue stimulating 
the filling of empty buildings. In addition to that, DAS proposes to expand the landlady 
scheme so that more students have the opportunity to live with a landlady.

There is little land to build more student housing in Eindhoven. Additionally, there is still 
a financial incentive for investors to build studios. DAS would like to see in the council 
agreement in what way the municipality will build more student houses in accordance with 
the wishes of students. In addition, it should become clear how the municipality wants to 
prevent existing student houses from being transformed into studios.3 

DAS stimulates the transformation of vacant offices and business premises into (student) 
homes. The council agreement discusses the long-term vision of vacancy in Eindhoven. 
However, DAS lacks the short-term vision of this vacancy and encourages the municipality 
to tackle this.4 The establishment of SHS Eindhoven by DAS, for instance, could be actively 
supported by the municipality.

The administrative agreement shows that the municipality values a vibrant nightlife.5 In 
DAS’s opinion, nightlife should be more varied for students and rules should become 
more flexible; the closing times are currently too early. 
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What would DAS prefer to change right now in the administrative agreement? 
The abolition of the ‘30-metre rule’.6 This rule hinders the growth of student housing, 
whereas the need is extremely high. It also does not ensure a better balance between 
student housing and other housing. With the reintroduction of the basic grant and the 
obligation to move out of your parents’ home, many students that currently live illegally 
will still want to obtain a permit. DAS would like to help with a second legalization campaign 
such that as many houses as possible – that do not cause nuisance to the neighborhood 
– become legal. 

From DAS’ perspective, what is lacking in the administrative agreement?
Many council agreements8 of other large cities state that they value the city as a student 
city and want to expand it. DAS misses this vision in the current administrative agreement. 
The well-being of students is raised nationally by the National Chamber of Associations; 
what is the municipality of Eindhoven doing about the well-being of the students in its 
city?

How does DAS want to help the municipality?   
The administrative agreement states that the municipality wants to pay extra attention 
to the youth that can be reached less easily by council members.7 DAS is happy to help 
with the point of resident participation by actively bringing students into contact with the 
municipality.
