Determine a location for the pull / knob (A) and use a pencil to mark the location. Use existing holes if available. If 
necessary, use a drill bit the same size or no greater than 1/32" or 1 mm larger than the machine screw (B) to make a hole 
in the door or drawer at the marked location.

STEP 2

Use a Phillips head screw driver to fasten the pull / knob (A) to the door or drawer with the machine screw (B). 

Do not over-tighten the machine screw (B).
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
