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Time Delay Relay Replacement Kit

Removal of  TD Relay

1. Disconnect electrical power supply to the
Hydronic Air Handler.

2. Remove eight 5/16” hex head screws and remove
front panel.

Use care not to damage or scratch the front
panel when removing from cabinet.

3. Lay front panel away from unit and expose the
TD-Relay and control wiring.

4. Mark the green wire from the Fan Relay to the
TD Relay and Mark the red wire connected to the
TD Relay for future reference.

5. Disengage the line and control wiring from the
TD Relay. (see Fig. 1)

6. Use a 5/16” nut driver to remove the mounting
screws on the existing TD Relay and remove the
TD Relay from the control panel.

Installation of TD Relay

1. Mount the new TD Relay onto the control panel
using (2) existing 5/16” hex head screws.

When mounting the TD-Relay, ensure the
mounting screws do not come in contact with
and damage the hydronic coil located behind
the electrical panel.

2. Using a continuity checker to reference the coil
contacts of the TD Relays. The coil contacts will
show a close circuit.

3. Attached the marked green and red wires to the
coil contacts

4. Attached the 24-volt low voltage wires to the TD
Relay. See Fig.1.

4. Reattached the front panel and secure with exist-
ing eight 5/16” Hex Head screws.

5. Turn the power on the unit and return the
Hydronic Air Handler to service.
