Removal of FP-Switch

I nstallation of FP-Switch

1. Disconnect electrical power supply to the 1. Mountthe new FP-Switch onto the coil and secure

Hydronic Air Handler.

2. Remove eight 5/16” hex head screws and remove
front panel.

NOTICE

Use care not to damage or scratch the front
panel when removing from cabinet.

4. Lay front panel away from unit and expose the
FP-Switch and control wiring.

5. Remove retainer clip holding FP-Switch to the
Air Handler Hydronic Coil.

Use pliers to remove two strain relief bushings
and pull sensor back throught control chassis.

7. Disconnect wires from FP-Switch from the con-
trol circuit. See: Fig. 1.

with retainer clip

Pull FP-Switch wires through chassis 3/8" port
and secure with two strain relief bushings.

Reattached FP-Switch to the control circuit. See
Fig: 1.

Reattached the front panel and secure with exist-
ing eight 5/16” Hex Head screws.

Turn the power on the unit and return the
Hydronic Air Handler to service.
