Six Steps to Understanding the Bible

You can understand the Bible! Here are six easy steps for you to follow:
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Determine the Context - Each passage has an historical, cultural, literary, and theological context. The
context will help you understand the message of the passage.

Gather the Clues - Each passage is filled with “clues” (key words, people, contrasts, locations, etc.)
that unlock its meaning. Like a good detective, you must ask questions like: Who, What, When,
Where, How, and Why?

Compare and Gontrast Scripture - The best interpreter of Scripture is other Scripture. Thus, one of
the best ways to understand the meaning of a passage is to compare and contrast it with other Bible
passages.

Consult Other Sources - After having studied the passage for yourself, it is helpful to see what other
people have discovered about the text from a concordance, Bible dictionary, Bible encyclopedia,
Bible handbook, Bible atlas, or commentary.

Draw Your Gonclusion- Once you have exhausted all your investigative efforts, it is time to draw your
conclusion(s) about the universal principle(s) this passage is teaching.

Commit to Take Action - The purpose of studying the Bible is to grow in godliness, not to simply gain
more knowledge. You do that by applying the truths of the passage in your daily life.
