Course Structure

The Graduate Diploma of Early Childhood Education is completed over three trimesters within one year of full-time study.

However, during the placement period in Trimester 2
and 3, you will be required to commit additional weekdays as per the placement schedule. For blended/online option, you
will be required to attend your placement face-to-face in Trimester 2 and 3.
