 To ensure all players are receiving regular and honest feedback on their development 

throughout the season, whilst managing expectation levels. 

 To support the decision-making process regarding a player’s potential to progress to the next 

stage of the Youth Academy or to exit the programme. 

 Review team match footage and analysis videos and provide feedback where necessary. 

 Complete Continuous Professional Development (CPD) to maintain coaching qualifications. 

 To attend a personal coach development review meeting with the Head of Academy  

Goalkeeping annually. 

 To assess trialists at both training and games and communicate your thoughts to full time staff. 

 To assist and work alongside Sport Scientists at matches and training sessions. 

 To ensure that all Academy players adhere to the Players Code of Conduct and show a high level 

of respect and discipline. 

 To adhere to the Aberdeen Football Club staff & coaches Code of Conduct. 

 To attend Sports First Aid or Child Protection courses as required.
