LOCATION OF SINGITA MALILANGWE HOUSE [B]

Singita Malilangwe House is set amongst towering trees overlooking a lake of 1,500 acres in the
remote reaches of the pristine Malilangwe Wildlife Reserve. Beyond the lodge, hundreds of baobab
trees punctuate the untouched wilderness of ridges, outcrops, ironwood and Mountain Acacia
woodlands which are home to a great variety of rare and abundant wildlife, as well as hundreds of
bird species and ancient rock paintings.
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LOCATION OF MALILANGWE WILDLIFE RESERVE [A]

The Malilangwe Wildlife Reserve is set on 115,000 acres of wilderness in the southeastern
corner of Zimbabwe, bordering the Gonarezhou National Park. Malilangwe remains virtually
untouched by humankind and occupies a key position in an area that is potentially one of
Africa’s largest bio-refuges. The vegetation on the ridges and rocky outcrops is characterized
by flat-topped Mountain Acacia woodlands and ironwood thickets. The area is home to
hundreds of baobab trees and more than 500 bird species, including many raptors.

Weather and climate

Southern Africa is a year-round destination.
Traditionally, the dry winter months, which fall between
April and October, are considered best for game
viewing due to the sparser vegetation, shorter grass
and the improved visibility this provides. Additionally,
the scarcity of water means game concentrates around
the diminishing drinking resources.

Annual rainfall, usually in the form of afternoon
thundershowers that are typically short-lived, occur
between December and March. During this part of the
year, at the start of the rainy season, many species give
birth to their young (due to the abundance of food) and
there is a proliferation of newborn wildlife.

Flight duration is approximately 1 hour 45 minutes and Buffalo Range is located
45 minutes from the villa

On scheduled flights, luggage is restricted to soft-sided bags with a maximum
weight of 20kg (401Ib) for checked luggage and 5kg (11Ib) for hand luggage

Private aircraft pilots land at their own risk at Lonestar airstrip and are advised
to broadcast their flight plan on frequency 118.700 MHz . (Latitude 21°03'40" S
Longitude 31°53'22" E Elevation 1,205 ft; landing strip surface: gravel; length of
landing strip: 1,000m)
