BEST TIME TO GO ON SAFARI

Southern Africa is a year-round destination. Traditionally the dry winter
months (April to October) are best for game viewing, due to the shorter
grass, lack of foliage and the absence of water which forces the game to
concentrate around the remaining sources of drinking water. Annual
rainfall, usually in the form of short afternoon thunder showers that
clear up within an hour, occur from December to March. Many species
give birth to their young around the start of the rainy season which is
when the the bush comes alive with newborn animals.
