Technology is critical to all industries. Technical skills open doors not only to jobs with tech firms, but also with financial
companies, biotech startups, manufacturers, and more! In fact, 60%+ of job offers for recent UChicago Computer Science
graduates came from industries outside tech. New graduates enter computer science roles with a typical salary range
between $70,000 - $100,000. 

TRY IT OUT

Job shadow with an alum working in software engineering, data analytics, or product management.

Apply for a Computer Science career trek to meet employers and learn about opportunities. Upcoming treks
include trips to San Francisco, CA and Los Angeles, CA.

Apply for a Careers in CS Conference Grant to attend a professional development event, such as an industry
conference, hackathon, or another tech-related gathering. Apply at least 4 weeks before your event.

BUILD YOUR SKILLS

Learn technical skills with UChicago courses or supplemental training through Udemy. UChicago students can
access customized learning pathways and learn new skills on-demand. Request access here.
Use the GitHub Student Developer Pack to get free access to a wide variety of professional developer tools, such
as coding environments, cloud services, and design tools, to help you learn and build real-world projects.
Get involved with research and work with a faculty member in one of the many CS Department labs. Attend the
STEM Campus Research Workshop on October 8 to learn more about finding a campus research position.
Join the Careers in CS Slack to meet other students and connect about technical projects.
Take classes that will help you build expertise. These include: Introduction to Neural Networks, Machine Learning,
Human-Robot Interaction, and Security, Privacy, and Consumer Protection.

Whether you’re a beginner or already have some coding experience, UChicago offers many resources to help you build
your technical skills and stand out in the job market.
