Please provide one recent photograph of yourself, which should not have been used previously in the passport. 

The photograph should be in color and:  

− no more than 6-months old 

− 35–40mm in width 

− Must have a white background 

− Clear share quality and with the face in focus 

− Printed on normal photographic paper in color (camera print) 

− Full face, non-smiling [without sunglasses, a hat/cap or other head covering, unless the applicant wears such 

items because of their religious belief or ethnic background

5. Documents providing proof of relationship with EA/EU Citizen- Marriage Certificate, Birth Certificate
