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a. In consideration of the lease herein granted, the Lessee shall pay to the Lessor $1.00 per
year, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged.

b. The Lessor covenants to pay all taxes or rates that may be assessed on the Lands. If the
operations of the Lessee cause the tax rates to increase for the Lands, the Lessee agrees
to pay the Lessor the difference in the property taxes. The Lessee will be responsible for
taxes applying to improvements placed or caused to be placed on the Lands by the Lessee.

5. Lessee’s Covenants

a. In connection with its access to and use of the Reclamation Lands, the Lessee covenants
to:
