| JAPANESE FOR YOUTH
AGES 12 TO 15

These courses will be conducted online via Zoom. To participate fully, you will need access to a device with
internet, microphone, and camera (such as a laptop, tablet, or smartphone). Further instructions will be provided
before the course begins. Please note that all times listed are New York time (ET).

These courses are for students who are ages 12 to 15 as of the start date of the course.

All other Language Center programs are for adults (age 16+); please visit the Language Center homepage for a
full list of offerings.

Beginners are invited to start their Japanese language learning journey in this online course. Students ages
12 to 15 will learn and practice the fundamentals of Japanese language and culture with a group of like-
minded peers. Using a variety of fun and engaging activities referencing popular Japanese media such as
anime, students will develop practical listening, speaking, writing and cultural skills to kick-start their
Japanese language abilities!

Basic vocabulary, grammar and sentence structures will be taught in romaji (Japanese written phonetically
in the Roman alphabet) so students can carry on a simple conversation.

Youth Level 1

Youth Level 1 is for both complete beginners as well as students who have taken the previous Japanese for
Teens course offered by Education & Family. Course content will include the following:

e XwayY desu. (e.g., | am Jon. Risais 14 years old. My phone number is 123-4567.)
e Noun + janai desu (e.g., | am not American. | am not a student.)
¢ Question sentences (e.g., How old are you? What time is it?)

Hiragana and some introductory kanji will be introduced.

Youth Level 2 is for students who have a thorough understanding of Japanese for Youth Level 1 material.

e Kore/Sore/Are/Dore (e.g., How much is this game?)

e Koko/Soko/Asoko/Doko (e.g., Where is the bathroom? It's over there.)
e Dareno + noun (e.g., Whose cellphone is this?)

e The particle mo (e.g., Watashi mo. = Me too.)

Hiragana recognition will be emphasized.
